1. Forms of “who” and “what”

2. Question words and their demonstrative counterparts

Typically, question words begin with a k, which their demonstrative (“showing”) counterparts replace with a T.

[MoyemMy Haoo CTONMbKO CTPaHWL, NpoYnTaTh? Why do you have to read so many?

YT0 Thl NOOWA(A) AenaTts Torga”? What did you like to do back then?
