Day 14 more verb types with é endings

1. Drilling more verbs with & endings

Today we have a number of verb types. Their stems may be slightly different, but they all take the é endings. In fact, the vast majority of
verbs take é endings — only THREE types take the other set of endings, the n endings. We'll learn two of them tomorrow.

STRESS: Most of today’s types have stress that follows the infinitive (with very, very few exceptions). But we have to mark the stress of
the final three along with their type. These textbooks will always indicate stress whenever it can’t be guessed from the infinitive.
