1. Revisiting verbs with dative

Some verbs that take the dative may seem counterintuitive — we should take special note of them. Here are three common ones:

nomoratb A/l / nomoub I KoMy to help mama / nana mom / dad npodeccop professor
BepuTb I/l / noBeputb I/l KOMy to believe 6pat / cectpa brother/sister cocep / ka neighbor
3BOHUTDL /1™ / no3BOHUTB /1 komy to call Apyr / noppyra friend 3HakombIn / aa  acquaintance

Try answering a few questions. Note how the case of the question word tells you which case you need to answer the question!
— Komy TbI YacTo nomoraellb? A KTo Tebe nomMoraet? Whom do you often help? And who helps you?
— Komy Tbl MOXELLIb BEPUTL? A KTO MOXXET BEPUTHL TEDE? Whom can you believe? Who can believe you?

— Komy Tbl 3BOHULLIb K&XXAbI AeHb? A KTO 3BOHUT Tebe? Whom do you call every day? Who calls you?

2. all / whole / entire

Answer a few questions involving these words. Remember that Bce (“all people”) requires a plural verb in Russian!

Becb / Bcsi / Bcé all uenbin whole, entire Bcé everything  Bce everyone
— Tbl MOXELLb BbIMUTb LLEenyr OyTbIIKY LLIAMIaHCKOrO? Can you drink a whole bottle of champagne?

3. Short-form adjectives

Remember: short-forms are mostly limited to a few adjectives, and can only be used in the “predicate” position, e.g. “She is busy.”

yBepeH certain, sure cyacTnimB happy poBoJieH satisfied 6oneH sick, ill
3popoB healthy 3aHaT busy, occupied | cBob6opeH free, available HY)XeH Nneeded, necessary
rotoB ready, finished cbiT full (after eating) ronogeH hungry

— Tbl yBepeH / yBepeHa, 4YTO MOH1MaELLIb Hallly rpaMmaTiky? Are you sure you understand our grammar?

— Tbl ronoaeH / ronogHa cenyac? A nutb xo4ellb? Are you hungry right now? Are you thirsty??
— Tbl 3aHAT / 3aHATaA CEroHsi BE4epom? Are you busy this evening?
(Point to a chairl) — 310 MecTo cBO6OAHO /11 3AHATO? Is this seat free, or is it taken (“occupied”)?

— Tbl pOBONEH / AOBOJIbHA Halllen ayauTopuen™ (classroom)? Are you happy with our classroom?

— Tebe HY>XKeH XOPOLLUM PYCCKUIA COBapb? Do you need a good Russian dictionary?

— Tebe He Hy>)KHa HoBad pyyka? Do you not need a new pen?

— Tbl He 60oneH / 6osibHa ceroaHsa? You’re not sick today, are you?

4. Gesundheit!

When someone sneezes, order them to “be healthy!” Practice sneezing and responding like a polite human being.
