Day 7 adjectives

1. What'’s their name again?

Have you learned your comrades’ names yet? You should — you’re going to endure a lot of suffering together. Ask once more, and give all
names in their Russian pronunciation! Then quiz each other about your own and other students’ names, using these models:

— Kak Tebg 30ByT? “What you they call?” — Kak mMeHg 30ByT? “What me they call?”
— MeHg 30ByT . “Me they call S — Kakero/eésoByr? “What him/ her they call?
If you don’t know a name yet, use one of these phrases (with verbs we’ll discuss later!). Note that the Russian past tense marks gender!

— 9 He 3Hato. ‘I don’t know.” — 91 3abpin / 3abpuia. I forgot.”

2. What’s the Russian for...?

Look over our table of common adjectives for this chapter, arranged in pairs of opposites — positive on the left, negative on the right.

— Kak 6yaeT no-aHrMncky “rpasHblin’? “And how will be in-the-English-way ‘rpssHbiin?’”
— [Mo-aHrnuinckn ato 6yaet “dirty”. “In the English way that’ll be ‘dirty.””

3. So, what’s your backpack like?

Ask about each other’s things, and answer, choosing from the adjectives above. Tell the truth, or tell lies — totally up to you!

N3BnHUTE / U3BUHN Excuse me (for Bbl / Tbl) Jo6pbi Beuep! Good evening!
Kak Bbl cka3zann? What? (literally: How did you say?, using Bbl) MHe nopa ngtu. ['ve got to go.

MoeTopuTte, noxanyicrta! Repeat, please. (using Bbl) o 3aBTpa!l See you tomorrow!
