Day 8 adverbs, conjunctions, and the verb “to be”

1. Word banks: nouns, adverbs, adjectives

Refer to these lists as needed, to tell about some of your things. Remember — adjectives change endings, but adverbs don’t!

2. What are your things like now?

Ask about the nouns above, and desribe them by combining adverbs and adjectives. Also try using the adverbs yxe (already) and ewé
(still). You can also combine multiple adjectives with the conjunctions w (and) and Ho (but), or contrast two items with a (“whereas, while”).

— Y 1ebg eCTb KOMMblOTEP? “At you is computer?”
— [a, ecTb. “Yes, is.”
— Kakon oH? “Of what kind (is) it?”

— OH yXe 0o4eHb cTapbin, HO eLLg O0BO/IbHO Xopowun.  “It (is) already very old, but still quite good.

3. What were they like last year?
Use the past tense to discuss how things were “in last year” (B npownom rogy). If you like, contrast with “in this year” (B aTom rogy).

— Kakas y Tebg 6bina KoMmHaTta B NpoLLIoM roay? “Of what kind at you was room in last year?”

— Mog komHaTa 6bina rpgsHas 1 C/vLKOM maneHnbkas. “My room was dirty, and too small.”

4. What will they be like in ten years?

Use the future tense to discuss how things will be in ten years or so — literally, “of years across ten” (net yepes BecsiTb).
— Kakasi y Tebd 6yaeT mawmHa fiet Yyepes OecaTb? “Of what kind at you will be car in ten years?”

— Mog mawmHa 6yaeT oveHb goporas 1 KkpacuBasi.  “My car will be very expensive and beautiful.”

5. Are you an optimist or a pessimist?
Based on your expectations for the future, are you an optimist or a pessimist? Note that borrowed words like these are highly recognizable!

— Tbl ONTUMUCT UM NECCUMUCT? “(Are) you (an) optimist or (a) pessimist?”

— [No-moemy g neccumuncT. nm npocTto peanmcT. “In my opinion | (am) pessimist. Or simply (a) realist.”
